Did he ever wake me up! I had found it easy to love the others at the table and 

they had opened up and grown, but I hadnôt yet gotten over this one pilgrimôs  

differences from me and it showed. That afternoon and evening I gave up my  

resistance to him and loved him like the others. After he experienced Candlelight 

he was very emotional. And all day Sunday he sang like a bird and he joined in all 

of the table discussions willingly.

WHY DID JESUS FOLD THE LINEN 

BURIAL NAPKIN? 

 An unusual approach to a Biblical storyðWhy DID Jesus 

fold the linen burial cloth after His resurrection? I never noticed 

thisé..The Gospel of John (20:7) tells us that the napkin, which was 

placed over the face of Jesus, was not just thrown aside like the grave 

clothes. The Bible takes an entire verse to tell us that the napkin was 

neatly folded, and was placed at the head of that stony coffin.  

 

 Early Sunday morning, while it was still dark, Mary         

Magdalene came to the tomb and found that the stone had been rolled 

away from the entrance. She ran and found Simon Peter and the other 

disciple, the one whom Jesus loved. She said, ñThey have taken the 

Lordôs body out of the tomb, and I donôt know where they have put 

him!ò Peter and the other disciple ran to the tomb to see. The other 

disciple outran Peter and got there first. He stooped down and looked 

in and saw the linen cloth lying there, but he didnôt go in. Then 

Simon Peter arrived and went inside. He also noticed the linen    

wrappings lying there, while the cloth that had covered Jesusô head 

was folded and lying to the side. 

 

 Is that important? ABSOLUTELY! Is it really significant? 

YES! In order to understand the significance of the folded napkin, 

you have to  understand a little bit about Hebrew tradition of that day. 

The folded  napkin had to do with the Master and Servant, and every     

Jewish boy knew this tradition. When the servant set the  dinner table 

for the master, he made sure that it was exactly the way the master 

wanted it. The table was furnished perfectly, and then the servant 

would wait, just out of sight, until the master had finished  eating. 

The servant would not dare touch that table until the master was    

finished! Now if the master was done eating, he would rise from the 

table, wipe his fingers, his mouth, and clean his beard, and would 

then wad up that napkin and toss it onto the table. The servant would 

then know to clear the table, for in those days the wadded napkin 

meant, ñIôm done.ò But, if the master got up from the table, folded his  

napkin, and laid it beside his plate, the servant would not dare touch 

the table becauseé..the folded napkin meant, ñIôm coming backò 

HE IS COMING BACK! 



PERFECT TIMING 
(A Pat Robertson Teaching) 

 There are times in the lives of all believers when prayers seem to 

go unanswered. We wonder why God hasnôt responded to our pleas. Or 

has He, but we donôt realize it? 

 

 In Galatians 4:4-5, the Apostle Paul says, ñBut when the fullness 

of time had come, God sent His Son, born of a woman, born under the 

law, in order to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might 

receive adoption as children.ò 

 

 For centuries before the birth of Christ, people were crying out for 

their deliverance through Godôs Anointed One. For years, it seemed that 

God ignored their pleas. But He had a plan! During that time, the Roman 

Empire rose, law and civilization were established, and roads and         

language brought cultures togetherðall creating the perfect conditions for 

spreading the Gospel. 

 

 Remember, Paul says, when the fullness of time had come, God 

sent His Son. The peopleôs prayers were answered in the fullness of time. 

Prayers were answered when everything was ready. It was as though God 

said, ñOkay, now itôs time to answer your prayers.ò  What does that mean 

for us today? 

 

 First, we need to understand that it has to be the right timeðit has 

to be in Godôs timing. Oftentimes, we are praying and crying out to God 

for an answer and expecting that answer immediately. But God says, ñItôs 

not time yet.ò He says, in the fullness of time, when the time is right, then 

you will receive your answer. 

 

 Second, we must realize that sometimes prayers are not answered 

because we are not ready. One day we will be ready, but God says, ñNot 

yet.ò There may be burdens that He wants us to carry so that our muscles 

will be strengthened. Our minds and spirits need to be strengthened to  

accommodate these things. Furthermore, people may misconstrue Godôs 

signs. If the prayers of some people who are ñin sinò are answered, they 

may take those answers as signals that God is putting a stamp of approval 

on what they are doing. However, God does not reward sinful behavior. 

He  may  not  answer  them  while  they remain  in sin because they would 

think the way to receive Godôs blessing is to continue on in that behavior.

Him. Luke 1:37 says, ñFor nothing is impossible with God.ò God desires 

that His children would say wholeheartedly, ñYes, Father; I believe you!ò 

 

 Zechariah 4:10 warns us not to despise the day of small              

beginnings.

AMAZING GRACE 
 Do you ever feel like no one is listening to you? Do you feel like 

youôre wasting you time talking? I mean, is it really even worthwhile to 

speak if nobody hears you? Well, there is One we all know who continues 

to speak regardless of whether or not anyone is  listening. God is that way. 

Wesley called it Prevenient Grace. God is not One who sits around waiting 

for the cry of a ñlost sheepò who finally notices it is lost and in trouble. 

Nope, the grace of God can go ignored for ages, and God will keep right 

on speaking to us,  calling us, inviting us. 

 I guess thatôs one difference between God and me and, truthfully, 

most all of us. God doesnôt need anyoneôs validation to feel like what Heôs 

doing is important and worthwhile. And God never stops for lack of     

acknowledgement.  

 But thereôs an even deeper difference between us. You see, I    

suppose that if I managed to get 99 out of 100 people to read my words or 

listen to me, Iôd be satisfied. I doubt Iôd feel a deep need to find another 

way to phrase the good news, or stay at my desk longer to search out one 

more illustration to try and help that last one ñget it.ò But evidently the 

God of Jesus does precisely that! Jesus put it this way in Luke 15:3-7: 

 ñSuppose one of you has 100 sheep and loses one of them. Does 

not he leave the 99 in the open country and go after the lost sheep until he 

finds it? And when he finds it, he joyfully puts it on his shoulders and goes 

home. Then he calls his friends and neighbors together and says, óRejoice 

with me; I have found my lost sheep.ô I tell you that in the same way there 

will be more rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who repents than over 99 

righteous persons who do not need to repent.ò 

 Now, isnôt that the very definition of ñamazing graceò? Most of us 

would be satisfied with 99%, maybe even 90%ðas in 9 out of 10 silver 

coins. But God doesnôt calculate that way. Jesus says God is relentless in 

the pursuit of the least one, the lost one, and the last one, even leaving the 

99 to their own devices in open country while Heôs out seeking that last 

one! Thatôs good news if youôre the lost or last one, to be sure. How that 

might make the rest of us feel is  another matter! 

 Of course, thatôs precisely the attitude Jesus was confronting: 

Pharisees who looked forward to the sinnersô destruction rather than their 

salvation. William Barclay put it this way: ñThe orthodox would write off 

the tax collectors and sinners as beyond the pale and deserving of nothing 

but destruction; not so God. Men may give up hope of a sinner; not so 

God.ò 

 No, long after weôve given up, God is still at it, as one old gospel 

song puts it: ñcalling softly, softly calling ótil they all come aôgatherinô in.ò 

Thank God for the persistence of grace that flows to sheep that are lost
